Tea is the most consumed beverage in the world after water. But the drink, which is the mainstay of 

many cultures, is subject to the same volatile market forces as oil or gold. 

 

Sri Lanka is the world’s fourth largest exporter of tea, behind China, India and Kenya, and relies on the 

industry to employ formally and informally one million of its 20.6 million people, according to the Sri 

Lanka Tea Board. Tea accounts for 17 percent of Sri Lanka’s exports. 

 

The largest importer of Ceylon tea is Russia and other members for the Commonwealth of Independent 

States. Turkey, Iran, Iraq and Syria were some of the biggest consumers of Sri Lankan tea, and conflict 

in these areas has put a strain on the industry, according to the Tea Board report. China’s recent 

economic troubles, as well as low oil prices in another large importer, the United Arab Emirates, mean 

that tea exports could face another hit in 2016. 

 

Market analysts observe, however, that there is significant growth in tea consumption in large markets 

such as the United States, where health-conscious consumers are looking for better alternatives to sugary 

fizzy drinks and young, wealthy millennials are showing interest in specialty teas. There is also growing 

demand for "ready-to-drink" tea products. 

 

The Sri Lankan Tea Sales Average for the month of January 2016 at Rs.410.94 shows a negative variance 

of Rs.13.20 when compared to the corresponding period of 2015. Medium and Low elevations recorded 

negative variances with the biggest drop of Rs.21.61 being recorded in the Low Grown Elevation. The 

High Grown has recorded a positive variance of Rs.10.11 when compared to January 2015.  
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A disappointing sale was witnessed for the 1.04Mkgs of Ex-Estate teas at today’s sale with a large weight 

of teas remaining unsold. A handful of select best invoices sold well on special inquiry in the Western 

High Grown category. However, the below best and plainer types were often easier. Nuwara Eliya 

BOPs/BOPFs were firm whilst the Uva/Udapussellawa were firm to easier. A few light bright leafy teas 

with some character sold at attractive prices.  Low Grown CTC PF1s declined whilst the High and Medium 

types too were lower and some invoices  remained unsold. 

 

The Tea Bag Sector was very selective whilst Russia showed little interest. UK, Japan and Continental 

buyers were selective and operated mostly following quality. 

 

There was less demand for the 3.2 Mkgs of Low Growns that were on offer.  In the Leafy segment, better 

OP1/BOP1s shed Rs.10/- to Rs.20/-.  Better OP/OPAs maintained last levels. Pekoe/Pekoe1s declined 

Rs.20/- to Rs.30/-.   In the Small leaf category, FBOP/FBOPF1s shed Rs.10/- to Rs.20/-.  Better Tippy 

varieties were firm, the balance were irregular. 

 

There was less demand from the Russian, Iranian and the other middle eastern buyers. 
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Select best BOPs were dearer by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/- at times following quality.  The below best and plainer 
types were irregular.  Select best BOPFs were mostly lower with a handful of invoices appreciating Rs. 10/- 
to Rs. 20/-.  The below best and plainer sorts were easier by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/- and more with some 
invoices remaining unsold.  Medium BOPs were selectively dearer whilst the BOPFs were easier by Rs. 10/- 
to Rs. 20/-. 
 

 

Selected invoices gained substantially whilst the others were irregularly lower.  BOPFs were mostly firm, 
however the bright leafy varieties gained substantially. 
 

 
 

BOPs were irregular whilst the BOPFs were easier by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/-.  Uda Pussellewa BOPs were firm 
whilst the BOPFs gained irregularly by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/- following quality. 
 

  

Select best Low Grown PF1s were mostly firm with a few invoices gaining substantially on air mail inquiry.  
High & Medium sorts were easier once again with a number of invoices remaining unsold.  Low Grown BP1s 
were mostly firm whilst the High & Medium types were tending lower by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 15/-. 
 

  

Demand was lower to last.  Select best OP1s eased Rs. 10/- per Kg, best types too were easier by Rs. 10/- 
to Rs. 15/-, however below best and the poorer sorts advanced Rs. 10/- to Rs. 15/-. Select best and best 
BOP1S declined Rs. 20/- to Rs. 30/-, below best and poorer types too were lower by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/-.  
Select best OPAs were firm, best and below best types moved Rs. 10/- per Kg, whilst the poorer varieties 
advanced Rs. 10/- to Rs. 15/-.  Select best OPs were firm, best and below best types gained Rs. 5/- to Rs. 
10/-, poorer types too gained Rs. 10/- per Kg.   Select best and  best  Pekoes  declined Rs. 20/- to  Rs. 30/-
, below best types too shed by a similar  margin,  poorer  types  too were easier by Rs. 10/- to Rs. 15/-.  
Select best and best Pekoe1s were lower by Rs. 20/- to Rs. 30/-, below best and poorer types too eased 
Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/-.  Select best and best BOPs declined Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/- whilst below best and poorer 
sorts were lower by a similar margin.  Select best BOP.SPs eased Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/- and more at times, 
below best and poorer sorts were firm.  Select best and best FBOPs were irregularly lower by Rs. 10/- to 
Rs. 15/- whilst the below best and poorer sorts declined by a similar margin.  Select best and best FF1s 
shed Rs. 10/- to Rs. 20/-, below best and poorer sorts were lower by Rs. 5/- to Rs. 10/-.  Select best Tippy 
varieties were  firm on last whilst the below best and poorer sorts gained Rs. 20/- to Rs. 30/- following 
quality. 
 

  

Select best and best liquoring Fngs1s were irregularly dearer by Rs.5/- to Rs.10/-, whilst the below best 
and poorer sorts were firm. Select best BMs appreciated Rs. 10/- to Rs. 15/-, whilst the below best and 
poorer sorts maintained last levels. All BPs dearer by Rs.10/- to Rs.20/-.  Select best BOP1As were firm. 
Best BOP1As were firm to dearer by Rs.5/- and more at times following quality, however a decline was 
experienced in these two categories towards the latter part of the sale, whilst below best and poorer sorts 
too appreciated by Rs.5/-Rs.10/-. 

 

Select best Dust / Dust1s recorded a significant decline by Rs. 30/- to Rs. 40/- whilst certain types which 
maintained quality remained firm.  Best and below best Dust1s and cleaner secondaries continued to attract 
a higher demand by exporters which resulted in an overall increase by Rs. 15/- to Rs. 20/- on average 
price.  However High & Medium Grown CTCs met with lower demand which resulted in a decline by Rs. 
20/- to Rs. 30/-, along with Low Grown CTCs which also experienced a decrease by Rs. 15/- to Rs. 20/-.  
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Low Grown Dust / Dust1s remained firm or increased by Rs. 20/- to Rs. 30/- at times based on improvement 
in product quality.
